	≤22,500 U if evidence of VTE during the hospitalization or any dose strength if no evidence of VTE (any dose lower than 1,000 U was excluded as heparin flush and any dose >100,000 U was excluded as erroneous data)

	Fondaparinux
	<7.5 mg if evidence of VTE during the hospitalization or any dose strength if no evidence of VTE

	Warfarin
	Any dose was considered for prophylaxis use regardless of a VTE diagnosis
